ANDHRA PRADESH ORDINANCE No. 2 OF 2026.

Promulgated by the Governor in the Seventy-sixth year of the Republic of India.

AN ORDINANCE FURTHER TO AMEND THE ANDHRA PRADESH
GRAMA SACHIVALAYAMS AND WARD SACHIVALAYAMS (GSWS)
ACT, 2023.

Whereas, the Government have established 15004 Village / Ward
Secretariats across the State for delivery of Services & Welfare Schemes benefits
to the eligible citizens at their door steps vide G.0.Ms.No.llO, PR&RD (MDL-I)
Department, dated: 19.07.2019 and G.0.Ms.No.217, MA&UD (UBS) Department,
dated:20.07.2019;

And Whereas, consequently, the Government have created Department of
Grama Volunteers / Ward Volunteers and Village Secretariats/\WWard Secretariats
vide G.0.Ms.No0.156, GAD (Cabinet- Il) Department, dated: 21.12.2019;

And whereas, the Andhra Pradesh Legislature has enacted “the Andhra
Pradesh Grama Sachivalayams and Ward Sachivalayams (GSWS) Act, 2023
to provide a new structure for delivering innumerable other citizen centric services
and amenities including the indicative list of citizen services mentioned in the
11" and 12" Schedule of the Constitution of India and to provide a statutory
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framework for the Grama Sachivalayams and Ward Sachivalayams and for the

matters connected there with or incidental there to;

And whereas, the Government have issued orders vide G.O. Ms. No.01,
GSWS Department, dated:25.01.2025 and G.O. Ms. No.10, GSWS Department,
dated: 28.08.2025 for establishment of GSWS 3 tier Structure at District, Mandal
/ ULB levels and sanctioned number of posts for effective monitoring,
coordination and functioning of Village / Ward Secretariats;

And whereas, further, the Andhra Pradesh Government by 2047 envisions
a state of Happy, Thriving, and Responsible Telugus, fostering a Progressive
and Inclusive Community, a Valley of Innovation, a Knowledge Hub for global
community, with unparalleled Speed of doing Business. It is necessary to reorient
the Village/Ward Secretariats for achieving the Swarna Andhra and Viksit Bharat
@2047 goals and vision;

And whereas, there is a need to revise roles and responsibilities of
functionaries as per the Swarna Andhra Vision document. The Village /Ward
Secretariats shall play a pivotal role in achieving Swarna Andhra Goals i.e.,
Economic and Industrial Development of Andhra Pradesh along with Human
Resource Development for addressing individual, family & community needs of
the citizens duly utilizing the services at Village /Ward Secretariat;

And whereas, the present name of the GSWS Department no longer
accurately describes the Department’s present activities, responsibilities or full
range of services to be delivered it is necessary to change the nomenclature in
view of strategic and operational reasons. The name shall have a better reflection
of the Department its current functions, scope and strategic alignment with the
broader objective of the subsequent goals;

And whereas, hence, it is proposed to change the nomenclatures of the
GSWS Department, Directorate, Village / Ward Secretariats and the District
GSWS Offices as mentioned below:

(a) GSWS Departmentto be named as Department of Swarna Gramam
and Swarna Wardui;

(b) The Director, GSWS to be named as Director, Swarna Gramam and
Swarna Wardu;

(c) Grama Sachivalayam to be named as Swarna Gramam - Village
Name; (Or)
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Grama Sachivalayam to be named as Swarna Gramam-Area Name-
Village Name (in case of multiple Secretariats in a Village);

(d) Ward Sachivalayam to be named as Swarna Wardu- Ward No. /
Area- ULB Name;

(e) The District GSWS Office to be named as the District Swarna Gramam
and Swarna Wardu Office and the Officer who is looking after the

same named as District Swarna Gramam and Swarna Wardu Officer
(DSG&SWO);

(f) The GSWS Sections established in Mandals/ ULBs under GSWS 3
tier Structure to be named as Mandal Swarna Gramam Section and
Urban Swarna Wardu Section and the Officer who is looking after the

same named as Mandal Swarna Gramam Officer/Urban Swarna Wardu
Officer (MSGO/ USWO).

And whereas, the above Swarna Gramam and Swarna Wardu Offices shall
work for overall development of citizens; Economically, Socially, Culturally and
make the Swarna Gramam and Swarna Wardu in Rural and Urban areas
respectively as Sustainable Development Centres (‘63?8@5)269)% Solgeen )
with the following Roles & Responsibilities in addition to the existing:

(a) Implementation of various Welfare schemes and Programs.
(b) Development of Physical & Environmental Infrastructure.

(c) Good Governance (Suparipalana) which will include Service Delivery,
Skilling & Technology Upgradation.

And Whereas, it has been decided to give effect to the above objectives
immediately;

Accordingly, the Government has decided to amend the Andhra Pradesh
Grama Sachivalayams and Ward Sachivalayams (GSWS) Act, 2023 suitably;

And Whereas, the Legislature of the State is not in session now and the
Governor of Andhra Pradesh is satisfied that circumstances exist which render
it necessary for him to take immediate action.

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause(1) of Article
213 of the Constitution of India, the Governor hereby promulgates the following
Ordinance: -
1. (i) This Ordinance may be called the Andhra Pradesh Grama  Shorttitle and
commencement.

(vi) Mandal Swarna Gramam Officer / Urban Swarna Wardu Officer
shall look after Swarna Gramam and Swarna Wardu in Mandal/
ULB Offices respectively.

“(c) The Secretary shall be responsible for overseeing the functioning
of Department of Swarna Gramam and Swarna Wardu(SGSW).”.

In the Principal Act, in section 5,-

in rural areas and Swarna Wardu in urban areas” shall be substituted.

for clause (e), the following shall be substituted, namely,-

“(e)Commissioner/Director shall review the performance of the Swarna
Gramam in rural areas and Swarna Wardu in urban areas periodically
and take appropriate steps to streamline the functioning of Swarna
Gramam and Swarna Wardu including initiation of disciplinary
proceedings against the Functionaries wherever found appropriate”.

Note4: The Government have authority to categorise Swarna Gramam in
Rural areas and Swarna Wardu in Urban areas and functionaries’,
to prescribe the number of functionaries to work in those Swarna
Gramam and Swarna Wardu.

Note 5: The above Functionaries shall discharge the functions, duties and
works entrusted by the Swarna Gramam and Swarna Wardu
Department from time to time.

(i) The services delivered by the Swarna Gramam in Rural areas and
Swarna Wardu in Urban areas shall be in accordance with the
notifications issued by the Government from time to time on collection
of such service charges as may be prescribed from time to time.

(iii) The services, delivered through Swarna Gramam in rural areas and
Swarna Wardu in urban areas, duly approved by the respective
authorities under different laws shall be treated as valid in law,
notwithstanding anything contrary to the law for the time being in
force.

(iv) The certificates delivered to the citizens on account of service delivery
by the Department shall have legal validity, as per the concerned
enactments.
